As Deaf Community people, no one of us can rest on our laurels of the great 2009.We all have new and ongoing
problems we must face and deal with in 2010. Perhaps we face more of them than other hearingminorities do because
our problems and challenges are unique. For example, we stand up to protect our language rights that include use of
American Sign Language. Hearing authorities allow hearing babies and hearing students to learn and use ASL and do
not allow Deaf babies and youths to learn and use it. This does not make sense, and thids discriminatory. This
remains a huge challenge for us to deal with in 2010. One of the most serious challenges is to enable us to have accegs
important source of information because interpreters are not always available. Other challenges include the need to deall
with the impact of the recession on our quality of life.

Like most Deaf Associations across Canada, EADmembers use American Sign Language (ASL) or ASL and English as
their working languages. They discuss business inASL and record it in written English. This shows that members adapt
very well to using both ASL and written English. As records show, this has been goingon for years and years. (Why do
pro-oralist experts/consultants say that Deaf children, youths and adults should not learn and use ASL and

English because it would be too hard and confusing for them? Too hard and confusing for them??? No. Too hard and
confusing for the experts, more likely.)

EAD meets regularly every first Monday of month, except during the summer. At such
meetings, many different motions made, debated and voted on have turned into different
objectives and activities that are not just for EAD members; some of them are for children
ATHERTA ASS 6 CTATION and youths at schools or in the community, as well as members and Deaf Seniors.
OFTHEIDEAE EAD also works with other organizations including Alberta Association of the Deaf,
Alberta Deaf Sports Association and Alberta Cultural Society of the Deaf in supporting their
e objectives and goals.

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HandTalk is open for adult Members and Invited Guests to socialize and enjoy each others company from 8:00 p.m.
to 2:00 a.m. every Friday night and sometimes for other Deaf organizations to host their own events on Saturday.

Deaf Seniors get together for social activities every Tuesday (except during summer months) and hold monthly
meetings. From time to time Deaf Seniors go on field trips. These trips are tremendous learning experiences in
getting know Alberta better.

Deaf Blind members attend monthly meeting with Deaf Interveners whose role is to keep themselves involved in
the meeting processes and updated.

It is true that EAD has its own building (EADCC building).  Since this building is not brand new, EAD must be
prepared to deal with one or another part of the building systems that may be broken or fail to function. Repairs
are rarely cheap. Also the EADCC parking lot surface is crumbling and does not look good. Sooner or later EAD
will have to find a lot of money to have this surface completely re -done. Would any of you would love to take care
of the kind of invoice?
